Summary:

College males and females answer questions about the role of sex in relationships.

Student Activities:

1. How do men and women differ in their perspectives on sexuality?

Men are more generally considered to be able to engage in sexual activity with less commitment or emotional attachment than women. This trend has been changing somewhat recently.
1. One of the men discussed the difference between falling in love with sex and falling in love with the person. Is there a difference? What is the difference?

Relationships can be defined by their physical aspects without either partner having an emotional attachment to the other.
2. What is it that makes sex such an important part of a relationship?

Ideally, the sexual act is a union that proceeds out of an emotional involvement with and commitment to another person.
Next Step:

1. Has the media presentation of sexuality over the past ten or twenty years reduced the requirement for emotional investment in a relationship before sexual relationships are appropriate, or does the media presentation of sexuality merely reflect evolving social mores? Do you believe this is a good thing or a bad thing, and why?

It has certainly portrayed sexuality in a much more open fashion, and in a much wider context than within the traditional framework of a married heterosexual union. Traditional wisdom says that art follows form. How you perceive it will be based on the worldview that you have.
